· I will use and correctly assemble the appropriate disc for the task and inspect the disc for damage prior to use
· I will ensure the correct backing plate and nut are used for the selected disc
· I will ensure the guard is always in place
· I will always have two hands on the grinder – if I can’t I will stop work and speak to a Supervisor, Group Leader or Authorised Authority.
· I will always have a handle on my grinder. If I need to remove the handle I will risk assess the removal of the handle and get approval from a Supervisor, Group Leader or Authorised Authority, who will sign the additional risk assessment on the JSA accordingly

· I will ensure my grinder is fitted with an operational dead man switch
